REGISTRAR’S CIRCULAR 3/2009

Levying of rates for real rights registered over immovable property

BACKGROUND:
1. The Local Government: Municipal Property Rates Act 6 of 2004 will become fully operative on the 2nd July 2009 in terms of which all Municipalities are required to prepare valuation rolls for properties within their area of jurisdiction. In terms of  Section 1 of the Act, the definition of ‘property’ includes:
“(b)     a right registered against immovable property in the name of a person, excluding a mortgage bond registered against the property”.
2. In terms of CRC 2/2006, Registrars must call for rates clearance certificates whenever property (as defined in the Act) is transferred.

IMPLEMENTATION of Local Government: Municipal Property Rates Act 6 of 2004

3. The Cape Town Deeds Office will implement CRC2/2006 as follows:
3.1 All cessions of existing real rights registered in this office must be accompanied by either a rates clearance certificate or a certificate issued by the Municipality that the right is not separately rated.
3.2 Item 3.1 will apply to all cessions executed on/after 1 July 2009 for the immediate future. 
3.3 Item 3.1 will, however, become mandatory to all lodgments from 1 October 2009 regardless of date of execution of the cession.
4. This circular must be read with Chief Registrar’s Circular 2/2006, Registrar’s Circular 3/2007 and Registrar’s Conference Resolution 65/2008.
