Purpose

To provide clarification in the application of the Registrars’ Conference Resolutions of 2009
1. RCR 10/2009

· Item RCR 19/2008 contained in Registrar’s notice 1/2009 is hereby withdrawn

· All applications in terms of Section 4(1)(b) Act 47/1937 may be brought by:

a. The registered owner of the property; or
b. A conveyancer provided that such application is accompanied by the consent of the owner.

c. RCR 11/2009 – Section 80 Consent to transfer where a minor is a party to a redistribution agreement: Ex parte Fuard Tofie (C)case number 11191/89 dated 3 November 1989
· By virtue of the stare decisis rule, the Cape Town Registry is bound by the decisions of the Cape High Court of South Africa.

· As such all registrations in the Deeds Registry at Cape Town (regardless of where the estate has been registered) are subject to the decision in the case of Ex parte Fuard Tofie and thus no Section 80 Act 66/1965 consent to transfer is required in cases where a minor is party to a redistribution agreement.

d. RCR 72/2009

· The provisions of Section 15B (1) (d) Act 95/1986 or Section 68(1) Act 47/1937 may be followed in instances where the right to extend lapses by reason of effluxion of time or if the right is exhausted.
· The provisions of Section 68(2) Act 47/1937 must however be employed to cancel the right for reasons other than lapsing (e.g. cancellation).
