1.
Learn how to work out an extending clause.

2.
Ensure the conditions in a title deed are fully completed and do not stop part of the way through.  Turn the page – maybe there is more!

3.
Deed of Transfer No. T                                              /2006


(Do not forget to put on the  /2006.)

4.
Remember to annex the TD6 transfer duty annexure to the Transfer Duty Receipt or Exemption Certificate.

5.
Check a Deed of Grant carefully to ensure there is no cancellation of charge necessary.

6.
In Sectional matters very often the "SS" is typed in twice, e.g. No. SS SS5/1984.

7.
Ensure that the preparer initials page 2 of the Power of Attorney and that it is also signed and initialled by TWO witnesses if not signed in front of a Commissioner of Oaths.

8.
In the property description make sure of the "Division".

9.
All conditions in a deed must have a creative Deed.  If the title deed refers to a condition created in the "said Power of Attorney" then the draft deed must change to being created in that prior Deed.

10.
Where monetary amounts are quoted in figures a comma must be used and not a full stop. E.g. R12 000,00 and NOT R12 000.00    (Regional Settings)

11.
Do not forget the "Full and free property" part of the Deed.
