Registrar`s Notice 1/2009
The presentation on the Registrars’ conference resolutions of 2008 has reference and the following must be noted:

RCR 8/2008
It is not necessary to refer to the date or place of company resolutions in deeds and documents as this falls within the conveyancer’s responsibility.

RCR 14/2008
Examiners will not reject deeds containing abbreviations if the note regarding abbreviations would amount to being the only rejectable note in the deed. 
RCR 19/2008

The current practice of the Deeds Office Cape Town remain whereby the so-called “conveyancer’s 4(1)(b)” will only be accepted provided that the application is supported by sufficient evidentiary proof.
RCR 35 /2008 

As Item 8(b) of the schedule of fees specifies”amount” only and as the Regulations Board has resolved to amend the item to refer to “capital amount”, it is the contention of the Deeds Office Cape Town that as it is not the duty of examiners to do the subtraction of amounts reflected in bonds and fees will be calculated on the capital amount (i.e. the higher amount) as defined in the bond.

RCR 40 /2008

The Cape Town Deeds Office will not destroy the GPA but will stamp the face with appropriate wording to prevent further usage after registration.
RC 1 /2009 

Item 1.4 is amended by replacing the word “bondholders” with the words “holder of a right “ and will now read as follows:
1.4     RCR 21/2008 Tie conditions 

When dealing with a consolidation of which the respective components are subject to a tie condition, such condition must be brought forward into the CCT. The Registrar will endorse the CCT regarding the lapsing of the condition.

The Registrar will also call for consent from the holder of the right to the issue of the CCT free from the tie condition.
